GAME DOs AND DON’Ts 

 
 

1. For players playing at Big League Dreams – players may bring water 
only into the park.  No other food or drink will be permitted from outside 
the park.  Coaches may bring water jugs. 

 
2. Female players must have one parent in attendance at all practices and 

games. 
 

3. Players/spectators may not sit on top of dugouts. 
 

4. All players must notify the coach if they need to use the rest room 
facilities during practices and/or games. 

 
5. Players will not be permitted to eat food in the dug out. 

 
6. Players may not climb on the chain link fence in the dug out. 

 
7. Only Coaches and Team Moms will be allowed in the dug out during 

games. 
 

8. After games snacks for teams playing at Big League Dreams are to be 
passed out at Fairfield Park, the park adjacent to Big League Dreams.  
Food is not allowed in the facility.  Please do not have after game snacks 
or meetings in the parking lot or sidewalk around the entrance for 
safety/liability reasons. 

 
9. Players are responsible for cleaning up their dug out after each 

game.   Team Mom to check dug out before leaving.
